Rev. Sharon Hollis will be the first ordained 
woman to lead the Uniting Church after 
being named as President-elect at the 15th 
Assembly.  Rev. Hollis, who is Moderator 
of the Synod of Victoria and Tasmania, will 
be the third woman to occupy the 
President's role. 

Modern Slavery Act 
 

The Australian Government has committed 
to passing this Act and making it law by the 
end of this year. 
It demands transparency from companies 
to show how they stop the exploitation of 
vulnerable workers and places a 
nationwide responsibility on governments 
to consider their impact on modern slavery 
when spending on public services. 
There is a petition at https://
www.freedomunited.org/advocate/urge-
australia-help-end-slavery calling for the 
Act to be broadened to ensure victims of 
slavery have the support and protection 
they need,  broaden the number of 
companies caught by the new provisions, 
and provide for the appointment of an 
Anti-Slavery Commissioner.
